Practice Reports are required 
to be completed and returned 
with relevant indemnity forms 
for each day of practice. 
Where Clubs conduct regular 
permitted practice sessions 
throughout the month, practice 
reports may be sent to MQ in 
a group at the end of each 
month. 
This ensures the correct rider 
levies are charged to the club 
and that  injuries are 
documented accurately. 
When completing reports and 
indemnities please ensure; 
1) A Practice Report is 

completed for each session 
2) The indemnities have the 

club information, date and 
venue noted on page one. 
(Schedules 1, 2 & 3). 

3) Each session has a separate 
indemnity 

4) All riders and officials sign 
the indemnity 

5) Major Injury Reports must 
be faxed to AON Insurance 
within 48 hours. If in the 
event of a head injury. i.e. 
loss of consciousness or 
concussion, then this must 
also be faxed to MQ.  These 
riders require clearances to 
ride again and your prompt 
response to this matter 
ensures the riders are 
notified promptly by MQ. 
Note: Rider licences are 
suspended until clearance 
has been received. 

6) All injury reports are 
attached 

 
A Practice Supervisor, 
appointed by the club must be 
in attendance. Practice 
Supervisors must hold a 

minimum of a Level One 
Clerk of the Course (Practice 
Supervisor Accreditation) or 
Level Two Steward or Level 
One Coach’s Licence. The 
Practice Supervisor, or at least 
one other person in attendance 
who is not riding in the 
practice, must hold a current 
Senior First Aid Certificate 
and have a suitable first aid kit 
ava i l ab le .  A  p rac t i ce 
supervisor can not ride in the 
practice session. 
No rider is allowed to practice 
unless they can produce a 
licence. Single Recreational 
Licences may be purchased. 
There must be no combining 
of Junior and Senior riders at 
practice. 
For further details on practice 
guidelines see the MQ Club 
Manual Page 19. 
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 Practice Days 

Club Days - 50cc & 65cc 
There appears to be some 
confusion among clubs, 
officials and riders/parents 
regarding 50cc riders wishing 
to also compete on 65cc 
machines at some events. 
This is only allowed at “Club 
Level” events and does not 

include Interclub, Zone or 
Open events. Refer Manual of 
Motorcycle Sport (MOMS) 
12.16.0.3.e. 
Riders can only compete on 
both machines at Club Level  
(i.e. Closed to Club) and must 
hold a Junior National or 

Junior Club Licence. A Nipper 
licence is not acceptable. 
Penalties can be imposed on 
the rider if they do compete 
above club level, and 
including an enforced move to 
the 65cc class.

This 
includes practice days. 

 Speedway Clothing 

A number of Race Meeting 
A u d i t s  h a v e  b e e n 
scheduled over the next 
few months. MQ appointed 
personnel will be attending 
selected events to conduct 
audits, using an MQ 
checklist covering a variety 
of event management, club 
administration and MQ 
policy issues as a guide. 
This system is an 
a d d i t i o n a l  r i s k 
management strategy, and 
is a way of identifying and 
encouraging those Clubs 
who conduct professional 
meetings, and similarly to 
identify and communicate 
with those clubs who have

All Disciplines 

Did you know? 
Refer MOMS 12.5.1 
Measurements at Meetings 
12.5.1.1 A Steward of a 
meeting may direct the 
measurement of the 
capacity of the engine of 
any machine, to be carried 
out at the conclusion of the 
meet ing .  Unt i l  the 
measurement is completed 
the machine must remain 
under the control of the 
RCB. 
12.5.1.2 If an engine is 

measured at the request of 
a rider or entrant, the rider 
or entrant is liable for the 
cost of the measurement. 
12.5.1.3 If an engine is 
measured for the purpose 
of a protest, the party 
against whom the decision 
is made is liable for the 
cost of the measurement, 
and the machine may, if 
the engine is found to be 
oversize, be retained until 
such cost is paid. 

Officials Seeking Upgrades 
Applications to upgrade 
Officials Licences must be 
on the National Officials’ 
Accreditation Scheme 
Application form, available 
from the MQ website at 
www.mqld.org.au  
The essential requirements 
for upgrades are: 
Level 2 - 
1) Completion of the 

relevant Seminar/s 
(within the last 4 years) 

2) Pass the examination/s 
at the prescribed rate 
within the required time 
frame (75% within 60 
mins) 

3) Provide proof of 
experience in the role. 
In most instances it may 
be easier for you to 
provide a photocopy of 
your Part icipat ion 
Journal. 

Level 3 - 
1) Completion of the 

relevant Seminar/s 
(within the last 4 years) 

2) Pass the examination/s 
at the prescribed rate 
within the required time 
frame (90% within 40 
mins) 

3) Provide proof of 
experience in the role 

4) Provide 2  assessments 
for each accreditation 
you are seeking. 
Assessments should be 
f rom 2  s epa ra t e 
meetings and 2 different 
assessors. Assessments 
are not as an assistant 
role. Assessments are 
made with you acting in

the role with a higher 
accredited official 
observing. Assessments 
apply to Steward/
Referee, Clerk of 
Course, Race Secretary 
and Machine Examiner. 

Level 4 
You are required to make 
a p p l i c a t i o n  t o 
Motorcycling Australia to 
upgrade and renew Level 4 
accreditations. MQ will 
send applications to 
officials (L4) at renewal 
time, or new application 
forms may be downloaded 
from www.mqld.org.au. 
Once completed the forms 
must be returned to MQ to 
be endorsed by the 
Officials Review Board. 
When this process has been 
completed the application 
will be forwarded to MA 
for final approval of the 
Level 4 officials licence 
(including other lesser 
levels).  There is no cost 
involved for this process.  
Stewards, Referees and 
Clerks of Course applying 
for upgrade to Level 4 will 
be required to attend the 
relevant Level 4 seminar 
provided by MA, and 
attain an appropriate pass 
mark. 
Any Level - 
If no history or experience 
details for a particular 
posi t ion have been 
recorded on the application 
an upgrade for that position 
cannot be approved. 
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also have an Ambulance in 
attendance. 
All Motocross and Enduro 
competition events require 
a minimum of QAS or 
professional First Aid 
serv ices  to  be  in 
attendance. 
The only exception to the 
above, exists for Moto-
Trials where a holder of a 
Senior First Aid Certificate 
and a First Aid Kit present, 
a r e  t h e  m i n i m u m 
requirements.  
It is the responsibility of 
the Promoter to notify the 
nearest police station and 
nearest hospital that an 
event is going to take 
place. This notification 
must be given at least 21 
days prior to the event. 

A Friendly Reminder! It is 
a requirement that any 
event having more than 
200 competi tors or 
participants, MUST have 
a n  A m b u l a n c e  i n 
attendance.  This includes 
Trail Rides and Practice 
Days.

The minimum standards

If you have renewed 
t h r o u g h  a n o t h e r 
organisation you need to 

contact us and forward a 
copy of your positive 
notice. 
The commission require 
MQ to request officials or 
coaches that apply for Blue 
Cards through other 
organisations to complete 
the “Authorisation to 
confirm a valid blue card / 
application”.
